Living Trusts 

    

   Our Guest Speaker today was  intro-

duced by Susie Almond.  She is Christine 

Carlino , an attorney practicing in the Vil-

lage area of Carlsbad in the yellow house 

by the Grand Deli.  

   Christine said that estate planning is 

important.  A trust can protect you against 

probate which in California is expensive 

and time-consuming.  The fees are based 

on the assets in the estate, not the net 

worth so the mortgage is not subtracted 

from the house value when figuring fees.  

Estates over $100,000 are subject to pro-

bate.  Therefore if you own a house you 

should have a trust.  It is called a living 

trust because you have it while you are 

alive and you control it.  You put the 

house in the trust by recording a new 

deed. 

   She said it is a good idea to update your 

trust if there have been changesɭchildren 

growing up, etc.  It should be reviewed 

every few years to see if changes are 

needed.    

   Everyone should have a power of attor-

ney, a pour-over will (which goes with a 

trust, a durable financial power of attor-
